The program's first half is a celebration of the company’s rich history of collaborations with
luminaries of Australian music, including Peter Sculthorpe, Elena Kats-Chernin, Nigel
Butterly and Katy Abbott. It also looks to a vibrant future, showcasing the next generation
of composers, such as Alice Chance and Sonya Hollowell, and a captivating new work by
Angus Davison.
